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This 2008 Voter’s Guide��is designed to assist you with 

many of your voting needs as we prepare for the upcoming elections. We have designed 

this booklet as both an election calendar and as a helpful resource for the Primary and 

General Elections conducted in 2008 here in Montgomery County. State election laws 

impose deadlines for registration and absentee voting that require your attention. This 

voter’s guide and our website provide you with a listing of these election-related  

deadlines and I encourage you to review these deadlines well in advance of each election.

The Montgomery Election Center is a division of my office and was created to accom-

modate the voters of our county with professional assistance in the administration of 

elections. We now administer all aspects of local, state, and federal elections; train over 

800 polling officials for each election, and conduct absentee voting. 

We are happy to provide you with a positive and efficient Absentee and Election Day 

voting format that has now become a model and template for other counties here in 

Alabama and jurisdictions across the country. We are fortunate to have over 800 men 

and women who serve honorably as polling officials at our 56 precincts. As you exercise 

your right to vote, we hope that you find these efforts meaningful and effective. Please 

let us know if we can be of assistance to you now or in the future.
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Absentee Voting
Alabama Election Laws extend a privilege to voters who are unable to vote at the polling 

place on Election Day, due to certain circumstances. These laws establish deadlines, as 

set forth on the Election Calendar,             for absentee voting and also provide guidelines 

on how an absentee ballot application and the absentee ballot can be delivered to the 

Absentee Election Manger. Absentee ballots are allowed for voters who will be out of 

the county on Election Day, have an illness or infirmity which prevents attendance at the 

polls, work a shift of at least 10 hours which coincide with polling hours, are students 

enrolled at an institution out of the county, are members of the military/UOCAVA eligible, 

or who are serving as a polling official or poll watcher away from the polling place where 

they are registered and eligible to vote. Applications for absentee ballots are available 

at the Election Center website www.mc-ala.org/elections or by contacting or visiting the 

Montgomery Election Center. An absentee voter can return the completed application and 

the voted ballot by U. S. Mail or by personal delivery to the Montgomery Election Center.  

If the ballot is returned by mail, please note that additional postage is required. 

Registration and Identification
Are you registered to vote? Do you know the address and location of your assigned 

polling place? Please make sure that you are registered to vote in Montgomery County 

at least 10 days prior to an election. If you have recently moved, have reason to amend 

your registration information, or have questions about the location of your designated 

polling place, please contact the Board of Registrars at 832-1215. Please make sure that 

your registration information is current so that you will not be delayed at the polling 

place. Registration and update forms are available at a number of county government 

locations and can also be downloaded from the Montgomery Election Center’s website.  

www.mc-ala.org/elections If a member of your family becomes 18 years of age, prior 

to the upcoming election, he or she will need to register to vote 10 days prior to the 

election. Please contact the Board of Registrars at 832-1215 for assistance. Alabama Law 

requires that each voter have an acceptable form of identification when voting. Please 

make sure that you have an acceptable form of identification with you when preparing to 

go to the polling place on Election Day. The Election Center website provides the listing of 

acceptable forms of voter identification.

The Montgomery Election Center
The Election Center is a clearinghouse for all your election related questions and voting 

needs. We welcome your calls, e-mails, and visits. The Montgomery Election Center is 

located at 125 Washington Avenue in Courthouse Annex II. You can contact our office by 

calling 832-7744 or visit our website. www.mc-ala.org/elections On Election Day, please 

look for the Help Desk at each polling place. The Help Desk is staffed with seasoned poll-

ing officials who can be of assistance should you encounter a concern during your voting 

experience.

Voter Accessibility
We’re working to make sure that our 56 polling places are accessible to all voters. Our 

comprehensive voting system helps make it easier for persons with disabilities, senior 

citizens, and all voters to cast their ballots more privately and independently. Voter 

friendly equipment, Braille voting instructions, and many other accommodations have 

been included in our precinct design to assist voters with various disabilities. Our well 

trained and sensitive polling officials are eager to help in any way – just ask them for 

assistance to ensure that your voting experience is always positive and pleasant.

Accommodations for Military/Overseas Voters
